Correct Lifting

There is always the chance of
dropping something on your
toes. If the object has rough or
sharp edges, always wear a
good, tough pair of work
gloves. They'll give you a good
grip and protect your hands
from any damage.

Now you are ready to lift.
Crouch down with the load
between your legs and get a
good grip on the object. As you
rise, lift with your legs, keeping
your back vertical and the load
as close to your body as possi-
ble. If you have to place the
load to your left or to your

right, don't twist your body.
Move your feet instead. If
avoidable don’t lift the object
above the shoulders. When you
have to lower a load, simply
reverse the knees bent and
keeping the back vertical.

After the first time you have
injured your back, it becomes
more vulnerable to future
injury. A back injury can alter
your entire quality of life
especially if it returns or
becomes chronic. When it
comes to lifting, don't break
your back. Instead, lift right and
give your back a break.
