and uncertainty. Our percep-
tion of risk however is not
constant as there are a wide
variety ~ of  contributing
factors.

Individual perception of risk
is not solely dependent upon
the physical environment. We
envisage risk as a result of
what we believe to be the
likely outcome, the chance of
the outcome actually occur-
ring and how concerned we
are if it does happen.

As there are a number of
contributing factors involved
with risk perception, the next

few issues will explore them
individually.

This first factor is Memory.
Our ability to learn varies
from person to person. Some
people are better at remem-
bering names and words,
others can recall numbers
more easily and many people
are better at recognising faces
or pictures.

However, what we recall is
not always an accurate reflec-
tion of events or reality. The
relationship between memory
and perception is crucial.

We often rely on our memory
of procedures and our recol-

work. However, if our recol-
lection is inaccurate, decisions
that we make about safety
risks, based on what we
remember and recognise, may
also be flawed, thereby
increasing the likelihood and
consequence of an injury
